INSTALL INSTRUCTIONS

. 7 5 " - 1 . 2 5 "

Using the provided 
wrench, loosen the screw 
on each side so the 
brackets can articulate 
as needed

Loosen the two screws on each clamp and attach the mounting bar. 
If your mounting diameter is between 1” and 1.25”, use the provided 
rubber inserts.

Wiring:

Yel low – 12V+ constant,  should be connected direct ly to the vehicle 
posi t ive battery terminal

Black – 12V negat ive,  should be connected direct ly to the negat ive 
battery terminal

Blue – 12V switched, This should be connected to the vehicle igni-
t ion or external  switch.  When this wire is connected to +12V the 
soundbar wi l l  turn on.

Line output:  The black female 3.5mm jack is a 2.5v low level  audio 
out designed to dr ive external  ampl ifiers.   This al lows the PSB4 to 
be used as the main source whi le adding more audio components to 
your system.

No output: 
Confirm al l  wir ing is firmly connected. Both +12V must have +12 
Vol ts present and GND must be connected to chassis ’  ground or to 
the negat ive battery terminal .
Confirm the signal  source is connected via Bluetooth or the auxi l iary 
cable is connected to both the source and the MXASB9

Weak output:
Check Bluetooth device volume.

Unwanted noise:
Whine that increases and decreases with engine speed -  confirm the 
Amp & Source uni t  are grounded proper ly.
Cl icking or popping noise at  a rate that  fo l lows engine speed -  th is 
is of ten induced by the vehicles igni t ion system.
Confirm that the vehicle is equipped with resistor spark plugs and 
wires.  The igni t ion system may need service.
